Native American Ministries. Living Word Fellowship is leading the music; Trinity 
Lutheran Church has special music.  The offering will go to encourage the Cravens in 

their ministry in Wanblee, SD. Bring your lawn chairs & blankets.  In case of rain, service 
will be moved to the Platte Christian Reformed Church.  Coffee & cookies will be served 

afterward to encourage fellowship.  
 

The Cravens have a vision to plant a church and establish a ministry to help the Wanblee 
community & surrounding area. They also desire to begin a ministry to reach the local 

ranchers with an Arena Ministry & Ranchers Country Church to reach cowboys & 
cowgirls in their area for Jesus. They also pastor a church on the Rosebud Indian 

Reservation. Gus & Terry are foster parents to six Native American children & are  
establishing another home with foster parents to help care for & keep the local Indian 
children on their homeland close to their families. They desire to build a multipurpose 

building to utilize for church outreaches, Kid's Clubs, youth events & community needs. 
Plans are in the works to open a soup kitchen & provide meals to the needy &
